• All entries must be in good taste. We reserve 

the right to omit entries we feel are 
inappropriate 

• The library is not responsible for any 
damage to or theft to the rubber duck 

• By entering the contest, you give the library 
permission to take pictures of your creation 
and share them and/or your name online 
and/or in print. 

• You can also submit a duck from home or 
pick up a duck while supplies last from the 
Central Youth Services desk beginning 
September 26.  

• Ducks can be submitted to our costume 
contest during open hours at the Central 
Library Children's Department until 
October 10.  

• Each duck will be displayed in a display case 
located in the children’s department.

• All patrons that visit the Central Library will 
have the opportunity to vote for their 
favorite duck.

Timeline 

• Starting September 26- Rules and entry 
forms will be available via online 
programming calendar 
(browncountylibrary.org) or in person at the 
Central Library Youth Services Desk. You 
can attend the program in the Teen 
department from 3:30-4:30 

• September 26-October 11- You can pick up a 
rubber duck from the Youth Services Desk 
(while supplies last) or use your own from 
home, you can also drop off your completed 
duck any time during regular business 
hours. 

• October 13-October 30- You and other 
patrons can come to the Central Library and 
vote for your favorite duck. 

• October 31-The winner will be announced. 
• November 1-15 you can pick up your ducks. 

Any ducks not picked up will be discarded at 
the end of the day November 15.
